Challenges and Opportunities for The Asia-Pacific Economies
The Asian economy is one of the fastest growing economic regions in the world, comprising
about 60% of the world’s population. According to IMF, the Asia-Pacific region remained
to be a key driver of global growth in 2023, with dynamic economic activities presenting
higher than average growth compared to most emerging markets and developing
economies.

However, the Asia-Pacific economy- which has so far been generally high-paced in growth
and dyna mics- still faces dauting challenges that create additional downside risks to the
region’s already moderating growth.

To start, the economic ripples that have been initially created by the unprecedented global
pandemic are again returning, this time with re-openings and easing of pandemic policies.
Concerns regarding macroeconomic uncertainty caused by pandemic and re-openings have
been rising, which could weaken the economic fundamentals and curtail long-term growth.
At the same time, restoration of world trade dynamics in certain sectors could result in
additional growth momentum. The World Trade Organization forecasted that global
commodity trade will increase by 1.7% in 2023, and that trade will increase by 3.2% in
2024, recovering above the average growth rate (2.6%) since 201

0. However, in the face of current challenges such as global supply chain disruptions, the
issue of whether our re-openings and post-COVID economic order would be sufficient to
fuel our regions’ prosperities remains to be highly contentious.

Another significant challenge arises from the region’s rapidly ageing demographics and the
region’s social decline. The dramatic pace of aging has been ever more startling,
questioning the financial stability of Asian countries and raising the issue of fiscal
sustainability for future generations. By 2050, one in four people in the Asian Pacific will
be over 60 years old. The population of elders (aged over 60) in the region will triple
between 2010 and 2050, reaching close to 1.3 billion people by 2050. The rate of transition
of demographic composition will vary among nations, but nevertheless, this transition will
amount to extensive social, economic consequences. Additionally, numerous Asian
countries are currently exhibiting signals of social decline. Fertility crisis has been creating
dangerous demographic cliff for Asia, which will eventually lose its momentum for growth
and instead experience rapid social degradation. Issues as to whether our policies should be
implemented to promote higher labor force participation, higher fertility rates, and reforms
in pension systems have become the center of contentious debates.

Finally, environmental issues are of key concern. With urbanization and increasing
economic activities in the region, the impact of environment hazards in Emerging Asian



cities has been highlighted in countless recent reports. To counter, Asian economies have
been emerging as key players for growth in carbon trading, with countries like Indonesia
and Japan recently launching carbon trading exchanges. However, while the consensus
towards reaching a decarbonized economy remains unbroken, when faced with high
inflation, fiscal pressures, and energy crises, policy instruments are accompanied by
complex ramifications. Presented with these economic backdrops, many countries have
responded with relief measures: lowering energy prices for businesses and households
through changes to energy taxes, fossil fuel subsidies, or price controls, or by making direct
payments
